· Event organisers will review your application and inform you via email of the decision by Monday 13th October 2024.
· 10% of takings on the night to be given to Wendover Parish Council in exchange for pitch fee, this will go to the chosen charity.

· You must provide your own equipment, all equipment must be PAT tested. 

· Please let the office know the pitch size required and we can see if we can accommodate. 

· Vehicles will not be able to park on site while the event is live, parking is available in the Witchell Car Park off South Street or the library car park off the High Street (height restrictions apply).

· Generators may be used but only if they do not cause excessive noise or pollution.

· Each stall must hold a current public liability insurance policy and relevant certificates. A copy of the certificate must be provided if you application is accepted. 

· Please dispose of your own rubbish off site.

· No music to be played on your stall.

· You will be expected to have carried out a risk assessment for your stall and to have the appropriate action to minimise risks.

· Pitches will be allocated by the event organisers.

· Gazebos or other shelters must be correctly secured without creating trip and fall hazards.

· In the event of extreme weather conditions, the organisers reserve the right to cancel or change the event. 

· If you are found to be in breach of any of the above terms and conditions the event organisers reserve the right to remove you from the event.
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
